We´ve got enough copies in stock to supply a pre-Christmas shopping spree. In more ways than one our new record brings colour to the table. The contrasting multicoloured variety of interesting musical fruits from the renaissance and Jazz/Pop finds its equivalent in our cover artwork. A refreshing and vitalizing platter of fruit in every respect with- at first sight- repeatedly surprising and unusual combinations which after a short pause and intensive listening blend into a timeless vocal cosmos. We´re happy that this CD is also a success with the critics which is a big reassurance in addition to the reaction of our concert audiences and an important feedback for our work (here´s  examples from klassik.com and another media outlet). Last, a note on the side: The keys on the cover foto clearly represent our pianist Berno, apart from that it´s up to your imagination which fruit stands for whom...
If you´re so inclined you can order most of the more than 30 different Singphoniker CDs as well but perhaps for the last time „Singphonic Christmas“. Only few copies are still available which we´ve reserved for our friends. So in case you don´t already have one- help yourself. Who knows when the already planned next Christmas CD will be realized, for there´s a couple of concrete projects and plans for the near future. We just finished recording selected hymns by Orlando di Lasso. These wonderfully festive motets written by the Munich renaissance master will be released in 2012 by our long-standing partner CPO. 
After that we will devote ourselves once again to the german romantic era and expand our extensive edition „part songs for male voices“ of that time with the works of Josef Gabriel Rheinberger, this time for the Stuttgart based CARUS label which has issued a new edition of sheet music of his compositions. We´re very much looking forward to this new partnership.
In collaboration with Deutschlandfunk Cologne there will be a production (for a radio broadcast as well as a CD) with works by Enjott Schneider who has just written 150 minutes of soundtrack for the movie „Laconia“ and who has presented the Singphoniker with a number of different works since the 1980s. In line for this production are the cycles „Chatroom for male voices and piano on texts from the world wide web“ (2010/ here´s a link with text and audio), the legendary „Kontaktanzeigen“ (1984) and the „Morgensternliederbuch“ in a version for 5 male voices and chamber orchestra (1987/2010). And of course with OEHMS classics we´re busy making plans for interesting CDs after „fragile“ and „...just songs!“. As soon as we´re dotting the i´s and crossing the t´s we´ll let you know, if you´re curious.

For those of you who love to sing themselves and would like to work with the Singphoniker there´s a couple of opportunities next year. Right now we´re in the planning stage for a workshop at the Internationales Jugendchorfestival of the AUDI- Musiksommer on the 13th and 14th of July 2012 in Ingolstadt/ Germany. There will be four days of wonderful concerts (e.g. AUDI Jugendchor Akademie, King´s Singers, Singphoniker) and we´re going to sing the european premiere performance of Enjott Schneiders new Orgelphantasie with our dear friends of the fantastic Taipei male choir.
The world premiere of this piece is going to take place during our next trip to Asia on palm Sunday 2012 at the Taipei National concert hall/Taiwan.
We´re going to give a couple of master classes and workshops on this tour, too, probably in Taipei and Shanghai. And the Lohmann-association would like to sign us up for a workshop in September 2012 in Wiesbaden/ Germany.
